HANBURY MANOR, A MARRIOTT HOTEL & COUNTRY 
CLUB LOCAL RULES

The following local rules apply:

White posts, lines and ropes denote the limits of our of bounds.  Yellow stakes and 
lines denote water hazards.  Red stakes and lines denote lateral water hazards.

1. Out of bounds (Rule 27)
All boundary fences, hedges, rivers, reservoirs and car parks are out of bounds.  
The practice area and the practice putting green are not out of bounds, but relief 
(without penalty) must be taken if a ball lies on the practice putting green (Rule 
25-3).

2. Distance Markers and Sprinkler Heads (Rule 24-2 and Rules of Golf, Ap-
pendix 1, Part B, 6)

Artificial red, white and blue distance markers on the fairways and all sprinkler 
heads, control points and drainage grills are immovable obstructions and relief 
may be taken under Rule 24-2.  Line of play relief may also be obtained from a 
sprinkler head within two club-lengths of the obstruction.

3. Newly Planted Trees (Rules of Golf, Appendix 1, Part B.3)
All newly planted trees, which are protected, white staked or  marked with a 
white tag, are deemed to be immoveable obstructions.  Relief must be taken un-
der Rule 24-2b.

4. Stones in bunkers (Rules of Golf, Appendix 1, Part B. 5)
Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions and may be removed without penalty.  
Rule 24-1 applies and if the ball moves it must be replaced without penalty.

5. Paths , Roads and Bridges (Rule 24-2)
Artificially surfaced paths and roads are immovable obstructions and relief is 
available under Rule 24-2.  Brides are deemed to be part of a hazard and no relief 
is available.

6. Immovable Obstructions (Rule 24-2)
The wooden pylons and support cables on the 8th & 9th holes are immovable ob-
structions and relief is available under Rule 24-2.

Note: 
There is a public footpath in front of the 2nd tees, alongside the 3rd fairway, be-
hind the 5th tees and across the 9th fairway.  Walkers have the right of way.

Except during competition events, a maximum stay of eight minutes at the half-
way house is permitted.
